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4-4 HEAD BASE POSITION
44-1 STOP MODE
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With the deck in STOP mode, adjust the trim pot R543 so that
the head base comes to the lowest position.

Turn the reduction pulley (see fig. 3-4) with your hand to check
whether the head base exceeds the lowest position adjusted
above or not.

. If it does, adjust R543 again.
. Repeatsteps 1 through 3 until a good result is achieved.

Operate the deck in the sequence of PLAY, STOP, PLAY, and
finally power-off modes. Repeat this sequence two or three
times.

Then observe the stop position of the head base. If the head base
still exceeds than the position in step 3, readjust R543 and
repeat steps 1 through 6 until the head base comes to the lowest
paosition.
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
